
HORDLE VILLAGE DESIGN STATEMENT

SUPPLEMENTARY PLANNING DOCUMENT (SPD)
STATEMENT OF CONSULTATION

Consultation with residents has been undertaken locally by the Village Design Statement Working Party in Hordle during the preparation of this document.  The Statement takes into account national guidance on Village Design produced by the Countryside Commission (now Natural England) and local guidance produced by the New Forest National Park Authority.

It is considered that this guidance, together with the adopted New Forest District Council Core Strategy (2009) and New Forest National Park Core Strategy & Development Management Policies DPD (2010), is relevant to the preparation of the draft Hordle Village Design Statement as a Supplementary Planning Document (SPD).

Details of consultation to date

The draft Hordle Village Design Statement has been produced by a local working party comprising representatives of the Parish Council and interested residents.  The idea resulted from community interest expressed during the consultation on the parish plan (‘The Hordle Vision Plan – 2009’). 

The Working Party began preparation of the document in 2010, with some sections of the text contributed by additional members of the community with specialist knowledge.  The content and guidelines were informed by questionnaires distributed at various local events during 2010-12, including the Hordle Fête.  Members of the working party also spoke at a variety of meetings during this period.  The purpose of the VDS and progress on the document was included as a regular update in the Community Association Magazines of Tiptoe, Hordle and Everton, delivered to all households in the parish.  As the document progressed, draft copies were made available for comment at the Parish Council office.

The text, guidelines and recommendations have been directly influenced by the feedback received from local people in the three villages of Tiptoe, Hordle and Everton. Examples included maintaining the semi-rural feel of the three settlements and development being “in sympathy with” local buildings. Full details can be found in Appendix 5 of the SPD.
Formal SPD Consultation
The draft VDS was subject to a formal period of public consultation from Friday 22 August 2014 to Friday 3 October 2014.

	· MMO confirmed it has no comments to submit in relation to this consultation.

	· Lack of allotments in Hordle / Tiptoe / Everton and the lack of progress regarding them, considering they were one of the top requests in the survey in the past for the" Village Design". There is support for allotment space, and a local association is in place which could take this issue forward. Appendix 05 makes reference to allotments space. 
	This has been identified in Policy HOR2 of the NFDC (New Forest District outside of the National Park) Local Plan Part 2: Sites and Development Management which makes provision for new allotments.
And although not strictly a design issue, the Parish Council concluded that the VDS should include a new recommendation (RA03) on providing space for allotments.

	· The new road layout at the crossroads in Everton Road has had no effect in reducing vehicles speeding between these crossroads and the Post Office.  Indeed, our observation is that it is on the increase and a form of calming is urgently needed.  Apart from an electronic meter displaying a vehicle’s for speed, which operated for a very short period, there has been no other apparent step taken by the authorities to monitor this situation.
	Noted. This is a transport and highways issue and the VDS is not the appropriate document to address this. No changes were made to the VDS.



	Mr Saunders (Hordle resident) 
	· Encourage the cessation of removal of garden hedges and grassy verges (for reasons of character, biodiversity, reducing pollution).


	There is already a guideline about boundary treatments in the VDS, which covers this point. The Parish Council considered this point and included a new recommendation (RBE07).

	English Heritage
English Heritage cont.
	· Welcome the Parish Council’s initiative in the preparation of this document.

· Welcome references to the historic buildings of the parish in Chapter 10, although perhaps a little more could be said about them (whilst we note Appendix 02) and they could helpfully be shown on maps of each of the three villages. We also welcome the detailed description of the present character of three villages in Chapter 10.

· Appears to be no reference in this section to the buildings of local interest identified in Appendix 03 – we welcome the identification of these buildings but would like to see more said about them and the criteria/process used in their identification.

· Welcome Chapter 11, particularly the reference to listed buildings and statement that the Parish considers the preservation of local heritage a priority in paragraph 11.4 (although we prefer “conservation” to “preservation”, which recognises that change can take place that maintains the significance of local heritage or even enhances it). 

· Welcome the Built Environment Guidance, particularly GBE-05-Listed buildings, although again we would prefer “conservation” to “preservation”, GBE-13-Natural and Traditional materials and GBE-16-Solar panels

· Suggest that GBE-04-Sympathetic design could also include “historic significance” as one of the considerations to be taken into account, and should GBE-05 also apply to buildings of local interest?

	· Specific advice - only comment is that we note that para 8.1 says “A deficiency amounting to 4.4 hectares of public open space in the Parish, outside the National Park needs to be addressed by public consultation and dialogue between the Parish and District. Councils.” There may be scope for better links to or consideration of the New Forest District Council Mitigation Strategy for European Sites. Significant funding is available to deliver Public Open Space and other recreational access improvements through this Strategy, and an identification of suitable candidate projects might be appropriate.

· General advice – on VDS documents in relation to Landscape character, Green Infrastructure, and Biodiversity.

	Hampshire County Council

Hampshire County Council cont.
	· This Hampshire Minerals Plan currently referred to in the Village Design Statement was withdrawn/revoked so should not be referred to. Instead if a reference is required to the possibility of mineral extraction as Lea Green, reference should be made to the (publically available) evidence base documentation for the Hampshire Minerals & Waste Plan (October 2013) and in this instance, the direct reference would be to the Hampshire Minerals & Waste Plan - Minerals Proposals Study. In paragraph 6.33 to the Hampshire Minerals Plan as stated below is incorrect and requires amending: 

‘Hampshire Minerals Plan The Hampshire Minerals & Waste Plan - Minerals Proposal Study has provision for the adjacent site at Lea Green Farm to be considered in future as an extension to these works’ 

An assessment of the possibility of mineral extraction at this location was made from page 247 onwards in the Hampshire Minerals & Waste Plan - Minerals Proposals Study (ref HMWP101) as set out below for reference which states specifically a potential linkage with Downton Manor Farm as follows:

Any further proposals in this location would only take place following the completion of extraction at the existing Downton Manor Farm site and its potential extension. This means that this site is not likely to come forward until these operations have been completed. There are also a number of other options which have been considered within this study which could be worked as an extension to the existing quarry

· Paragraph 16.3 - Hampshire County Council as Highway Authority advises NFDC & NFNPA that the Village Design Statement could usefully include the fact that Tiptoe Primary school has an existing School Travel Plan which was prepared in 2004.

· Paragraph 16.4 - Hampshire County Council as Highway Authority advises NFDC & NFNPA that the Village Design Statement could usefully include the fact that Hordle Primary School has an existing School Travel Plan which was prepared in 2009.

· Hampshire County Council has produced an Energy Strategy which takes a strategic look at energy issues. HCC suggests Hordle Village Design Statement could usefully set some specific targets in relation to potential impact of future climate change & how Hordle village plans to respond & adapt to these changes. Within draft VDS there are no outcomes around climate change adaptation, energy efficiency (except the solar panels which is supported) & it would be appropriate if they were outlined clearly & included in the document.
